When does an individual become a Candidate?
An individual becomes a Candidate when he or she does any one of the following:

a) Receives contriltions or makes expenditures or reserves space or facilities with intent to promote his or he
candidacy for office.

b) Announces publicly his or her intent to run for office.

c) Files an Appointment of Political Treasurer{E

d) Files a Declaration d€andidacy form during the Candidate filing period.

e) Current officeholders are considered Candidates until the Candidate filing deadline for the next election f
his or her office.

POLITICAL MMITTEE

What is a Political Committee?

An individual, corporation, association, firm, partnership, committee, political party, club or other organization o

group of people become a Political Committee when any of the following occur:

a) They arespecifically designated to support or oppose any Candidate or Measure.

b) They receive contributions and make expenditures in an amount exceeding five hundred dollars ($500) in &
calendar year for the purpose of supporting or opposing one (1) or mulel&@as and/or Measures.

Any entity registered with the federal election commission shall not be considered a political committee for tt
purposes of this chapter. (Section®02(n), I.C.)



When does a recognized local political party committee beconaePolitical Committee?
A county, district or regional committee of a recognized political party is not required to file as a Political
Committee with theCounty Clerb s Of fi ce unl ess the party committe
dollars ($5000) in a calendar year.

(i) Is broadcasted, printed, mailed, delivered, made or distributechwitinty (30) days before a primary
election or sixty (60) days before a general election; and
(iii) Is broadcasted to, printed in a newspaper, distributed to, mailed to or delivered by hand to, telephone c
made to, or otherwise distributed to an iande that includes members of the electorate for such public
office. (Section 66602(f), I.C.)

What is a Nonbusiness Entity?

(2) Received during the preceding calendar year contributions, gifts or membership feesnwinéchggregate
exceeded ten penate(10%) of its total receipts for such year. (Sectior &02(n), I.C.)

Obtain the full name and complete address of any individual or organization which has made a contribution.
1) Only those contributing more than $50 during a calendar year must be itemized on the Campaign
Financial Disclosure Report.

Transmit any anonymous contribution of more than $50 to the State Controller for deposit in the public
school fund.

Obtain a reeipt, canceled check or an accurate copy thereof for an expenditure of $25 or more.
Clearly indicate on all public political advertising the person responsible for such communications.

Who must appoint and certify a Political Treasurer?
All candidatedor county office.
All political committees.

When must the Political Treasurer be appointed and certified?
A Political Treasurer must be appointed and certifiedr to any of the following occurring:
a) Receiving any contributions;
b) Spending any funds;
c) Announcing candidachor countyoffice;
d) Becominga political committee.

What are the requirements for servingas a Political Treasurer?
The only requirement for serving as a Political treasurer is that the individual nresfisiered to vote
in the state ofldaho.

Can a Candidate serve as his or her own Political Treasurer?
Yes, a Candidate may serve as his or her own Political Treasurer. However, it is recommended that th
Candidate keep campaign funds separate from personal funds (i.e. sepdératecbants).

Can a Candidate serve as a Political Treasurer for more than one Candidate and/or Political Committee?
Yes, an individual may serve as the Political treasurer for more than one Candidate and/or Political
Committee. However, they need to kesgparate records and accounts for each Candidate and/or
Political Committee.

How do you appoint and certifya Political Treasurer?

(C-1) form.

i) The Calendar Year to Date includes the current contribution along with all previous contributions (i.e
Itemized Contributions, Unitemized Contributions;Kimd Contributions, and Loans).

May a Candidate or Political Committee transfer assets for the purpose of earning interest?
Yes, a Candidate or Political Committee may transfer assets for the purpose of earning interest. However, the
amount transferred should not be reported on the campaign report when it is transferred ot dfie
campaign account since the money is still consi de
investment must be listed as a contribution from the investment. Any service charge associated with this
investment must be reportad an expenditure.
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TERMINATION OF REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

When and under what circumstances can the reporting requirements be terminated?
Candidates and Political Committees may terminate reporting requireomitgoon reaching a zero balance on
Line 6 and have no outstanding debt on Line 7 of the Summary Page of the Campaign Financial Disclosu
